Dear Chief Executive Wind:

On May 6, 2026, the Office of Indian Gaming (OIG) received for review and approval the Mille
Lacs Band of the Minnesota Chippewa Tribe, Minnesota’s (Tribe) Net Gaming Revenue
Allocation Plan (Amendment). The Tribe adopted the Amendment by Joint Session of the Band
Assembly Resolution #22-01-15-26, dated May 6, 2026. ‘.

The Department of the Interior (Department) has completed its review of the Amendment. The
Amendment modifies gaming revenue allocation percentages, including increasing the maximum
amount for general welfare distributions, with any funds remaining after general welfare
distributions being available for per capita payments.

I conclude that the Amendment complies with the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act, 25 U.S.C.
§ 2701 et seq. (IGRA) and the Department’s implementing regulations. Accordingly, pursuant
to my delegated authority and Section 11 of IGRA, the Amendment is approved.
